Presentation of Abstracts

ICEB 2009 attendants can present only two contributions: one as first
author and the other as co-author.

Abstracts must be presented in digital format, together with the registration form and proof of payment. Consult registration page for closing dates. Our intention as organizers of ICEB is to guarantee the participation of all who are interested, whilst ensuring the high scientific standard of presentations.  Therefore, abstracts will be revised by members of the scientific committee, and modified as necessary.

The abstract must be of 300 words maximum (including title, author information and institution), with justified margins and no hyphened words, as in the attached example.

Author/authors, Arial 11, bold italics, centred

Institution, Arial 11, italics, centred

The Abstract itself should include introduction, aims, methodology, results and discussion sections. These should be presented as a single paragraph, separated by a full stop. The information should be descriptive and able to be evaluated. Abstracts presenting information like “The results of a study are presented…” must be reformulated according to the above mentioned requirements.
